1. Rules
The races will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the Prescriptions of the Royal Yachting Association (RYA), Medway Ports Authority (MPA) Regulations, REYC(C) Sailing Instructions (SI), and the RYA NHC rating. The International Sailing Federation (ISAF), Code Category C shall apply.

2. Classes to Race
Class “A” – Fast  handicap - shall fly Numeral Pennant No. 1. – Start Time 10:00 hrs.
Class “B” – Med  handicap - shall fly Numeral Pennant No. 2. – Start Time 10:10 hrs.

Class “C” – Slow handicap - shall fly Numeral Pennant No. 3. – Start Time 10:20 hrs.

3. Eligibility to Race
All classes are open to mono hull cruisers having a valid RYA NHC Rating.  The classes will be decided according to the number of entries.  Late entries may be given a rating by the REYC(C). Race entries are to be in rating trim.  The Race Committee reserves the right to refuse any entry.

4. Sailing Instructions
The start times are shown above.  The Warning Signal will be at 05 minutes before the Start.  The Preparatory Signal is flown at 4 minutes and removed at 1 minute before the Start.  The Class Flag is removed at the Start.

The Start and Finish Line will be the MCC Line at Gillingham.

The courses designated by numbers, will be selected from the Medway Yacht Club (MYC) 2013 “Cruiser Class” Course Sheet.  Courses may be shortened at a mark of the course by a Committee boat.
