The Regional Race Management Seminar is a two day course to teach those interested in race management to move to the next level of race management of either CRO+ or Regional Race Officer dependent upon experience.

The two day course covers all aspects of race management from course laying, timing, starting and finishing sequences together with protest procedures and all subjects within the RYA race management guide. The seminar concludes with a 50 question multiple choice test with a pass mark of 70% candidates my use the rule book as assistance in the test. 

Attendance and passing the test gives an automatic qualification to Club Race Officer plus, and an opportunity to submit an application for Regional Race Officer subject to experience. Those who already have experience can submit this with their initial application for consideration by the RYA Race Committee.

It is a requirement to have attended a Club Race Officer Course and be a member of the RYA.

Tutors for the course will be Chris Simon and Martin Bedford.

Cost is £ 75 per person (usually the club pays this)
